Today marks 100 years since the Armistice was signed in No-

vember 1918, bringing an end to the First World War. Appropriately, 

this year Armistice Day coincides with Remembrance Sunday for its 

centenary. May we remember all the men and women of Britain and 

the Commonwealth who served in the First and Second World Wars 

and in subsequent conflicts since, and keep them in our prayers.
